
Class 1 & 2 FS1 & FS2  Space  
Personal, social and 
emotional development 

This half term we will be 
discussing how to be a 
good friend and what 
qualities our friends look 
for in us. We will continue 
our My Happy Mind work 
for Wellbeing Wednesdays

 Literacy   

Reading– In FS1 the children will listen to a range of stories 
and we will be discussing what they have listened to.  In FS2 
we are working up to reading full sentences and asking 
challenging questions about what the children have read. 

 

Writing - In FS1 will be practising writing our names in a 
variety of ways.  In FS2 we will be listening to the story How 
to catch a star by Oliver Jeffers, retelling, sequencing and 
working our way up to writing a short narrative. 

  Mathematics    
In FS1 we will continue to 
explore numbers and shapes. 
In FS2 we will be learning 
about numbers beyond 10 and 
to recognise and make these 
numbers using practical 
resources.  

 

 Physical development  

Our PE day this half term for 
FS 1 and FS2 is still a 
Wednesday please come in 
full PE kit and the children will 
stay in their kit all day. 

 

We will be working on our sports week skills this half term; 
including races of different kinds and short throwing, kicking, 
and catching activities.  



Expressive arts and design  

We are encouraging the children to      
express their ideas in many forms,     
singing, moving, drawing and imaginative 
play. 

 

The children will be developing their 
skills through observational paintings and 
art through nature this half term.  

Music We will be learning about 
rhythm and rhyme through music this 
half term and practising keeping to a 
steady beat.  

 

 In Religious Education this term 
our learning will focus on 
weddings and learning about a 
Christian wedding ceremony 
alongside weddings from other 
religions. We will use the story “A 
Wedding Day Wish for Puddles” 
to support our learning. 

 

Understanding the world  
The children will be learning about 
habitats in FS2 and which animals live in 
particular habitats and why, We will be 
thinking about how we can take care of 
the world around us in both FS1 and FS2.  
We will then learn about spoce and the 
historical figure Neil Armstrong.  

 Communication & Language  
Speaking & listening skills are an            
important part of our daily routine in 
FS1 and FS2.  Speaking in full 
sentences and ensuring we are aware 
of our listener is our key focus for 
this half term.
