The Breakfast Club has to run for 30 minutes before school starts and must be available for all children from FS2 to Year 6 and must be… FREE ( 

With this in mind, I need to carefully staff this section of breakfast club to ensure the children can come in for breakfast and be safely supervised ( Our free club will begin at 8.20am. The week’s attendance at the Breakfast Club needs to be completed by the Friday lunchtime 12pm the week before for your child to attend – attendance is only allowed with this registration. This will allow me to staff the club correctly and safely.  Children need to be in by 8.30am to attend; no admittance will be allowed after this time. 
We have set up a questionnaire to gauge how many families would like to access this club and on which days. Please access this at ParentMail from 4pm this afternoon until Friday 7th March at 4pm. Please help us out by completing this, so I can staff the club appropriately for the summer term. 
For families who already use Breakfast Club daily, you can still drop your children off at 8am each day and we will have a reduction in price for the summer term to reflect the ‘FREE’ element of the club that will be in place.
