Dear Parent/Carer, 

Wow the summer term is nearly here; it seems to have snuck up on us fast!  That means that our Early Adopter Breakfast Club starts on Monday 28th April 2025 at 8.20am.

As you are aware, when I wrote to you at the beginning of last month, we are excited to have been chosen as one of only 750 schools in the country to be an Early Adopter Breakfast Club for the Summer 2025 term. Government research shows most parents (87%) think Breakfast Clubs are a good chance for children to socialise, and two thirds (66%) recognise the value of clubs providing educational activities. Breakfast Clubs have also been shown to boost children’s reading, writing, and maths by an average of 2 months.

A few more details then…The Breakfast Club will to run for 30 minutes before school starts and will be available for all children from Class 2 (FS2) to Class 8 (Year 6) and will be… FREE ( 

As I mentioned before, I need to carefully staff this section of breakfast club to ensure the children can come in for breakfast and be safely supervised ( Our free club will begin at 8.20am. The week’s attendance at the Breakfast Club needs to be completed by the Friday lunchtime 12pm the week before for your child to attend – attendance is only allowed with this registration. This will allow me to staff the club correctly and safely. Children need to be in by 8.30am to attend; no admittance will be allowed after this time. You will have to then wait with your child until their school opening time. 
The first registers will open next week for you to sign your child up by Friday 11th April at 12pm.  

For families who already use Breakfast Club daily, you can still drop your children off at 8am each day and we will have a reduction in price for the summer term to reflect the ‘FREE’ element of the club that will be in place. The cost during the Early Adopter Breakfast Club will be £1.80 for the first child and £1.40 with sibling discount. 
I am looking forward to being part of this exciting project in the hope that the Government use the research to fund this for every child in the country moving forward (
We are also going to be opening and extending our After School to 6pm Monday to Thursday evenings (with a hot meal included too). More details and pricing will be with you next week.
