Class teacher’s  Message
Maths Learning 
In maths, we will be learning about fractions, decimals and percentages, applying our knowledge to multi-step word problems and SATs questions. We will also be completing an arithmetic starter every lesson, looking at key methods that we will need to use in preparation for our SATs.
English Learning 
In English, we are focusing on writing stories and non-chronological reports. We will be looking at a range of grammar techniques, including using relative clauses, semi-colons to add detail and we will be learning how to use inverted commas correctly to add dialogue to our writing so that it advances the action. 
In our reading lessons, we will be looking at the book, ‘Boy in the Tower’ by Polly Ho-Yen, continuing to develop our reading fluency and answering comprehension questions.
