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In maths we have been exploring which objects were heavier and which were lighter. We estimated which objects would be heavier and which would be lighter and used scales to check if our estimations were correct! We also explored how to make the scales balance by placing an object on one side and using cubes on the other until the scales balanced. We enjoyed exploring!
We also filled a selection of different sized containers with water- always thinking which could hold the most. We placed the containers in order from the smallest to the greatest capacity.
