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We are working really hard to support the children with having consistent number recognition of numbers 1-5 then beyond to 10. Children should begin to match quantity to numeral independently.
We will be learning about capacity and prepositions.

English Learning 
In phonics we are learning how to identify the initial sounds in words using our listening skills. We learn a new phoneme each week alongside a nursery rhyme. So far, we have learnt what objects begin with s,a,t,p,I,n,m,d – Can your child tell you anything that begins with these phonemes?
We are learning about Farms and then We’re going on a Bear Hunt. This story is great for supporting understanding of rhythm and rhyme.
