As you will know, Staffordshire County Council, the Office of the Police and Crime Commissioner, Stoke-on-Trent City Council and Staffordshire Police have been working together to  implement a campaign that raises the awareness of sexting, grooming and child sexual exploitation across education and family professionals, children and young people and parents.    
Crucially, it was also designed to equip young people with the understanding and practical tools to avoid risk taking behaviour. 
Hopefully you will have been able to use the ‘’Healthy and Safe Relationship’ resources for primary  and middle school children and the new BAIT resources for secondary and FE students.  These resources were also supported by a classroom toolkit regards ‘sexting’ and materials to support conversations and awareness of the warning signs of CSE for young people. An understanding and awareness of healthy relationships, sexting and CSE is extremely important to young people’s safety – and we want to continue to improve information, support and advice for young people, teachers and parents for the future.

Those over year 8 will be asking questions about their understanding of sexting and whether they understanding and recognise the warning signs of child sexual exploitation.
