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This information is intended to provide clarity to children and parents or carers about what to expect from remote education if local restrictions require entire cohorts (or bubbles) to remain at home. 
[bookmark: _heading=h.3znysh7]The remote curriculum: what is taught to children at home

In the event of a lockdown forcing the closure of school:

[image: Remote Learning]Teachers will provide learning via Google Classroom. There will be an English, Maths and a Wider Curriculum lesson per day. Children will also be provided with further links to access, which will be aligned with the year group’s National Curriculum. You can ask questions and feedback to the staff in your child’s class each day.  Your child’s work will need to be uploaded each day so that it can be marked and commented upon.   


*If your child’s class teacher is unwell, work will be added by members of the staffing team for your child each day. 



What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of children being sent home?

· Any appropriate links (username and passwords) for resources such as, Google Classroom and TTRockstars will be given to all parents and carers.
· Children who do not have access to any ICT at home to enable effective home learning will be identified and provision made to support them. 
· Equipment will be loaned to identified children and a loan agreement for the devices to be given to parents and carers
· Hard-copy packs of home learning may be provided to any identified children if deemed necessary
· Staff to prepare and deliver daily online learning through Google Classroom throughout the period of lockdown. 
· Class Teachers and Learning Support Assistants will regularly contact children through Google Classroom or by telephone as appropriate. 

Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?

Our curriculum approach will focus on the core curriculum skills of reading, writing and maths alongside nurturing the varying needs of children’s emotional and mental wellbeing. Teachers will provide one English lesson, one Maths lesson and one Wider Curriculum lesson per day. These lessons will include a variety of ways to support learning including: recorded lesson inputs, narrated powerpoints, videos and examples.  Children will also be provided with further links, which will be aligned with the year group’s curriculum or be directed to websites such as PhonicsPlay, TTRockstars, NESSY, Oak National Academy or BBC Bitesize for additional learning opportunities. 

Identified gaps in children’s learning will continue to be developed through home learning. Including: 

· Reading fluency, accuracy and stamina
· Number facts, times table facts and quick recall and application of calculation methods
· Ability to write sentences that are correctly punctuated
· Ability to write for a purpose
· Recall and application of known sounds to decode words 
We will continue to deliver the Key Stage Learning themes remotely online to include a range of activities from the foundation subject curriculum. This will support the wider learning of those pupils who are learning from home. Including our work on well-being through designated ‘Well-being Wednesday’ and ‘Feel Good Friday’ tasks. 

Weekly on a Friday, there will be our collective worship which will link to our school values and also an Awards assembly to start each week. We will have three categories for the awards: The Smile Award (this is for a child who has made their teaching team smile in any way throughout the week either at home or in school – a photo, a video, a piece of work etc.), The Outstanding Work Award and The Made Me Proud Award.  The Made Me Proud Award is for a child who has made any of us proud – both at home or in school, so we need your help with this, please send us messages on the Google Classroom to tell us about how proud you are of your children and the reasons why 

Daily, there will be a video clip sent with a member of staff reading the next instalment of a story for your child to listen to. 

Each week, there will be a pre-recorded singing session sent via Google Classroom, where the children will have the opportunity to sing a long and join in with a variety of songs. 

Once a week there will be an opportunity for your child to attend a Google Meet session with your child’s class teacher. An invitation for this will be sent via their Google Classroom logins. This will be a twenty-minute face to face online meeting where they will have the opportunity to see their peers and chat with their teacher. 
Remote teaching and learning time each day:

How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?

Each day there will be directed tasks for your child to complete. It is expected that your child will complete these and upload their work by 4.00pm* each day in order to show that your child has accessed their learning and not receive an unauthorised absence.  
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:

Pupils in KS1: 3 hours 
Pupils in KS2: 4 hours 

* If the 4.00pm deadline is not workable with your family commitments, parents can send your child’s class teacher a message to explain when the work will be on line each day 
Accessing remote learning:

How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?

Your child will have a username and password to access Google Classroom and any other websites which require a username and password such as TTRockstars and EduShed or website links will be shared with you.  

If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?

We recognise that some children may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those children to access remote education. Where necessary, and available we will loan equipment to those who require along with loan agreement for parents and carers to agree to. Hard-copy packs of home learning will be provided if necessary. Arrangements will be made for teachers and learning support assistants to regularly contact all children by telephone to support them with their learning. In some circumstances learners in a vulnerable position who are not accessing any remote learning will be offered the opportunity to attend school to ensure they are completing their learning. 

How will my child be taught remotely?

The school will use a range of different teaching methods during remote learning to help explain concepts and address misconceptions easily. For the purpose of providing remote learning, the school will use a combination of: 

· Google Classroom 
· Educational websites 
· Pre-recorded video or audio lessons 
· Staff will suggest a daily timetable to help parents to plan their learning at home each day 
Engagement and feedback

What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?

Each day there will be directed tasks for your child to complete. It is expected that your child will complete these and upload their work by 4.00pm in order to show that your child has accessed their learning and not receive an unauthorised absence.  If your child is unwell at all during lockdown, please contact school to let us know so we can amend their attendance record accordingly. If the 4.00pm deadline is not workable with your family commitments, please send your child’s class teacher a message to explain when the work will be on line each day 

Reading is an essential part of all daily learning for every child.  Once a fortnight the children will have their reading books ‘swapped’ by school. Parents will be invited to pop by school on their daily walk to drop off their ‘old’ books in the quarantine box and collect their ‘new’ books in readily prepared plastic wallets which will have quarantined before collection. 

How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?

Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on a child’s work is as follows:

· One positive comment recognising the learning completed. 
· A comment providing a next step – this may be posed as a question or further challenge. Some comments may be tailored to groups rather than individuals. 
· Adapt teaching and adjust the pace or difficulty of what is being taught in response to questions or assessments, including, where necessary, revising material or simplifying explanations to ensure the child understands. 
Additional support for children with particular needs

How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education? 

[bookmark: _GoBack]We recognise that some children, for example some of our children with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), they may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:

· Ensure that children with EHC plans continue to have their needs met while learning remotely, and liaising with the headteacher/SENDCo and other organisations to make any alternate arrangements as appropriate. 
· Lessons will ensure that the curriculum remains fully accessible and inclusive via remote learning. 
· Work packs will be made available to be collected from school, if deemed necessary to support a child’s needs. 
· Teaching staff will liaise with the SENDCo and other relevant member of staff to ensure all children remain fully supported for the duration of the remote learning period. 
· The SENDCo will arrange additional support for children with SEND which will be unique to the individual’s needs e.g. weekly phone calls. 
Remote education for self-isolating children

Where individual children need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, remote education will differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching children both at home and in school.

If your child is isolating, but the rest of their class is in school: 

When required, teachers will upload the remote learning on offer onto your child’s Google Classroom area which will direct children to the work that is required for them to complete whilst they are off school.  It will also identify any websites or video links that align to what the children are being taught in school. Children will be provided with one English lesson, one Maths lesson and one Wider Curriculum lesson per day. 

It is expected that your child will complete these and upload their work by 4.00pm in order to show that your child has accessed their learning and not receive an unauthorised absence.  If your child is unwell at all during lockdown, please contact school to let us know so we can amend their attendance record accordingly. If the 4.00pm deadline is not workable with your family commitments, please send your child’s class teacher a message to explain when the work will be on line each day 


If the whole of your child’s class is isolating: 

Your child’s class teacher will provide one English lesson, one Maths lesson and one Wider Curriculum lesson per day. Children will also be provided with further links to access a Wider Curriculum lesson which will be aligned with the year group’s curriculum or be directed to any of the websites above.  You can ask questions and feedback to the staff in your child’s class each day, just like during lockdown.  Your child’s work needs to be uploaded each day to be marked and commented upon.
