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Dear Parents/Carers, 

During this period of Lockdown, the children will be able to access their remote learning via Google Classroom. This will look a little bit different this time round as we hope to make this a more interactive learning experience for the children. 

Each day there will be directed tasks for your child to complete. It is expected that your child will complete these and upload their work by 4.00pm each day in order to show that your child has accessed their learning and not receive an unauthorised absence.  If your child is unwell at all during lockdown, please contact school to let us know so we can amend their attendance record accordingly. If the 4.00pm deadline is not workable with your family commitments, please send your child’s class teacher a message to explain when the work will be on line each day (
Throughout the week, some of the lesson activities which are set for your child may include a video link from another website, or there may be a PowerPoint presentation or video where your child’s class teacher has pre-recorded the teaching input as a guide for learning. 
Weekly on a Friday, Mrs Hoskins will be leading our collective worship which link to our school values and I will be sending you an Awards assembly to start each week. We will have three categories for the awards: The Smile Award (this is for a child who has made their teaching team smile in any way throughout the week either at home or in school – a photo, a video, a piece of work etc.), The Outstanding Work Award and The Made Me Proud Award.  The Made Me Proud Award is for a child who has made any of us proud – both at home or in school.  so we need your help with this, please send us messages on the Google Classroom to tell us about how proud you are of your children and the reasons why (
Daily, there will be a video clip sent with a member of staff reading the next instalment of a story for your child to listen to. We are going to begin this as a whole school, with reading ‘The Twits’ by Roald Dahl.
Each week, there will be a pre-recorded singing session sent via Google Classroom, where the children will have the opportunity to sing a long and join in with a variety of songs. 

Once a week there will be an opportunity for your child to attend a Google Meet session with your child’s class teacher. An invitation for this will be sent via their Google Classroom logins. This will be a twenty-minute face to face online meeting where they will have the opportunity to see their peers and chat with their teacher. 
Please see attached protocols for Google Meet sessions and follow them during the live meeting. 
Mrs Wilton and Mrs Whetton will be leading our well-being phone calls each week (but you may hear from other staff too ().  We just want to make that personal phone call to you as a family to make sure everything is ok and to see if there is anything else we can support you with. 

We appreciate that it can be tricky to keep children focused when learning at home, especially whilst working yourselves, to try and help you with this we have put together a suggested timetable for keeping a routine at home, this will include links to some useful websites. Your timetable will look something like this:
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As staff, we are not immune from COVID or any other illnesses and all of the staff team are in the building working with Key Worker children throughout each week and from Monday 11th January our FS1 class will also be with us. With this in mind, I have tried to cover all eventualities in case any staff member becomes ill themselves.  You may sometimes see that the work on your child’s Google Classroom has been set by a staff member who doesn’t ‘normally’ work in your child’s class, this is because the staff are working in teams to ensure they each know what the next class is currently learning about and will be able to pick this up should any illnesses occur around school.  

Please be mindful that this is a challenging time for us all too. The staff will be continuing to work both in school and at home looking after their own families and therefore may not at all times be able to respond to messages which are sent immediately. Staff will endeavour to be online daily between the hours of 8.45am-4.00pm. You may find that staff mark and respond at different times around this time period too depending on their own family commitments.
