Local news 

If you were watching the news on Monday, you will have seen the devastating fire and closure of the area around school.  I am so pleased to say that we have been extremely lucky and not been affected in any way by the fire in the building behind us – I think purely due to the wind travelling in the other direction and carrying the flames into an open area next to the building.  The fire service were amazing and managed to contain the blaze to the one building.  I am just so sorry to see the damage it has caused to this historic building and to the work on the renovations turning it into family homes.  We are also thankful you that no one was hurt as a result of the fire. 

Wrap around care

I am pleased to inform you that the plans for wrap around care (before and after school club) are still in place and we will open for this service from 8am on Monday 6th September until 5pm each day.  These services are run by our school staff and need to be paid for in advance – due to school funding them to operate and also for safeguarding reasons in light of us knowing who should be on site when.
