Year 6 results refer to children having either met or not met the expected standards for reading, SPaG and maths which were tested.  
I am also able to share National Data with you, below for KS1 and KS2 so that you can compare how school has achieved against all other schools.  Our end results are in line or slightly below in some areas, however, it is important to also remember that we are a very small school, and each of the children this year were worth around 4/5% each!   This continues to confirm Ofsted’s views from October 2019 when they inspected every aspect of school, including: teaching, learning and assessment to be GOOD.
