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Protected Characteristics throughout the curriculum

At Holy Trinity, we actively promote learning about the protected characteristics in our curriculum and embed these within our vision and values for school. We take part in different themed days and weeks throughout the year, such as Diversity Week and Children’s Mental Health Week, to ensure all children are aware of our protected characteristics and to embed our inclusive curriculum. We also ensure we discuss our protected characteristics when taking part in our ‘What’s in the news?’ sessions and completing our Reflection journals for this. Alongside the modules listed below, children learn about having mutual respect for others and discuss the protected characteristics through RE units, reading books that are carefully chosen for the children to use and historical and influential figures to ensure an inclusive curriculum.
